In Milwaukee, we’ll tour Lake Park,
Washington Park, Riverside Park and Newburry Boulevard. In Lake Geneva, we’ll see the iconic Yerkes
Observatory— home of astrophysics— and “House in the Woods”, an Olmsted residential property.

WHY: Since Olmsted’s bicentennial celebration in 2022, Milwaukee and Lake Geneva have witnessed a
resurgence of community interest in nearby Olmsted parks and places. This conference will provide
insight into the rich history of these landscapes and what it takes to preserve, protect and steward
them.
